Progressive Decommissioning

MEPAU has a long and proud history of
progressively decommissioning retired
equipment and old wells across our assets
in the Perth Basin as they reach their end
of life.

This month, our Operations team decommissioned and
removed two large horizontal tanks from the Dongara
Production Facility (DPF), which is located ~16km
southeast of Dongara.

The DPF will continue to be decommissioned over the
coming 12 — 24 months, with the aim to move towards
cessation of all production related activities.

Decommissioning is a normal activity in the lifecycle of
gas projects. Its purpose is to remove or otherwise
satisfactorily deal with structures, equipment and
property in a safe and responsible manner.

As well as plugging and abandoning wells and removing
property, decommissioning includes rehabilitation and
carrying out any necessary monitoring of the site.
